Standard loan: students can borrow up 
to 5 volumes for 1 month and renew their 
loans twice, via authentication in the 
online catalogue. Owing to the fact that 
most books are stored off-site, books 
should be reserved in advance via the 
on-line catalogue. 

Interlibrary loan: the books or journal 
articles not held by the University 
of Warsaw can be requested from other 
libraries by the interlibrary loan service 
via the circulation desk or by writing 
to the Library’s  e-mail:
